Coaches,

It’s time to start planning for the upcoming Individual Events qualifying tournament.  This letter will provide essential IE information.  Please read carefully as much of the information differs from last year – in particular the section relating to judges.

ENTRIES

Your school’s membership & degree total will determine the number of entries your school is allowed.  The formula is on page TD-2 in the District Tournament Manual.  Policy debate, L-D and Public Forum entries are counted against your total.  Remember, all events as of this year count as one entry.  If there are questions, please ask.

 DOUBLE IE ENTRY

A student may enter two IE events at the qualifier if they have not previously competed in a national qualifying tournament this year (exception-a student may participate in the Student Congress and still do two events at IE).  If a student has competed in a qualifying tournament, they may do one IE event.

A student may not compete in two team events.  Remember, we are also allowing double entry in foreign and domestic extemp.
SINGLE ENTRY LETTER OF INTENT FORM
Students who participate in two IE events (and/or Congress with 2 IE events) must fill out the single entry letter of intent form.  On the form you must select the event the student will take to nationals if the student qualifies in multiple events. Forms are available at the following web site. http://www.nflonline.org/DistrictInformation/DistrictTourForms#conforms  We must have these before the tournament starts.  

ENTRY FEES

Fees are $7 per student (a duo is $14).  Make checks payable to West Kansas NFL.

JUDGES

Each school must provide 1 judge for every 3 entries (or portion of).  College sophomores may judge the entire tournament.  You must have your judges in order for your students to compete.  If you are short judges, you will be required to drop 3 students from competition for every missing judge.
At registration, coaches will be asked to identify areas of expertise for each judge that they have brought to the district qualifying tournament.  Judges will still be assigned in random fashion in prelims – however in elims, we will attempt to keep judges in their areas of expertise if possible.
McPherson High School will be asked, in advance of the tournament, to identify which of their judges are unaffiliated with students from the host school, thus providing added flexibility in assigning judges.

All coaches will be assigned to the judge pool, regardless of the number of extra judges that you bring to the tournament.  This will provide additional flexibility as the tournament draws to a close.

PROOF OF MEMBERSHIP

Students must be NFL members on record at the National Office seven days prior to the tournament.  I will check membership via the NFL online point system.

GREEN SHEETS

Green sheets are due on April 14, 2006.  Fax=1-620-257-3194.

Be sure you have all the signatures and sources for you acting events.

ORATIONS

A copy of each oration needs was due to me by April 1.  Students may not have more than 150 words of direct quotation.  Students must mark on the oration quoted words and the number of words.  A list of sources must accompany the oration.  The cover sheet must be filled out.  Check out the sample oration on the NFL website.  See District Tournament manual page TD-18,19.

INTERPRETATION RULES

At registration you must provide the original published source of each selection you have students performing.  You must also provide a photocopy of every page from which a line is taken.  Pages must be in order in which they are performed.  Words used should be highlighted.  Any word changes must be marked.  Without these two items the students will not be allowed to compete.  See District Tournament Manual page TD-19.

EXTEMPORANEOUS RULES

Read the rules carefully in the District Tournament Manual TD-18.  These rules will be strictly followed.  There will be a tub check prior to round 1 and randomly throughout the tournament.  

Students may have in their files: books, magazines, newspapers, journals provided they are—the original or photcopies, the article is intact and uncut, no written material on the copies, a topical index without annotation may be present.

Students MAY NOT have old speeches, handbooks, briefs or outlines.  Electronic retrieval devices are also not allowed.

Nathan Walker and Brooklyn Lippelmann, both previous national qualifiers in extemp from the west Kansas district, have been hired to write the extemp questions.

Please send me an email indicating the tentative entries you are considering in each event as this will allow for more accurate planning on behalf of the host school and will also allow to opportunity to tell you the entry totals in advance so we can attempt to maximize our students ability to qualify for nationals.
