Please review the following information carefully to ensure a smooth and successful tournament. Remember, the total number of entries afforded each school is based on the total number of degrees and memberships your chapter has attained.

Remember, your teams are guaranteed a minimum of TWO rounds. Once a team has two losses, they are eliminated from further competition. Debate will continue until the number of teams left with less than two losses equals the number of teams we are able to send to nationals. We need 30 teams entered in order to qualify three teams for the national tournament.

You can fax me a copy or scan and email, but please remember to bring the original to the tournament. Make sure you have the appropriate signatures: the student, the principal and the coach. Double check to make sure your students are members of the NFL at least 7 days prior to the tournament. (Fax 785-309-3501).

PROOF OF MEMBERSHIP

Student membership must be verified via the NFL online point system. If a student is not on the NFL system, they will not be eligible to compete. (This does not count for the students in the novice tournament.)

JOY OF TOURNAMENTS

This year is our first year to use joy of tournaments.  Please go to http://www.joyoftournaments.com/nfl/WestKansas/ to access our website.  From there, you will be asked for your log-in and password.  If you went to NFL Nationals last year, you will have a log-in.  If not, please create a new log-in for all our district tournaments will use this software.

You will need to register your teams and your judges on this website.  I know this is some extra work for some of you, but there are some major advantages.  Some of these include the fact you can print a receipt for all your fees, put in all your novice/NFL teams and be able to check all other entries from all other schools at any time.  We have enabled the software to allow you to be able to see everyone that has entered so you can keep track of how many teams are entered and how many more we need.  REMINDER:  we will need 30 teams to qualify 3.

Finally, this software will also require you to use your log-in information from nflonline.org when you put in NFL points.  This will link the software into NFL and ensure all of your students are NFL members and have been for at least 7 days.

NOVICE TOURNAMENT

The novice tournament will also be held on December 12 at Buhler High School. You may enter 4 teams. For every two teams you must provide a judge. The judges may be third and fourth year debaters NOT entered in the Qualifier. The tournament will be five rounds of debate. Awards will be given to the top 8 teams. Round times are: 8, 9:30, 11, 1:30 and 3. Entry fees will be $5 per team. This fee may be included with the entry fees for your varsity teams.

STUDENT CONGRESS

Each school may submit 3 pieces of legislation, 2 pieces for the preliminary sessions and 1 piece for the Super Session.  
Preliminary legislation is due on December 4, 2009.  Super Session due February 5, 2010.

LAPTOP POLICY

Per our summer meeting discussion, laptops will not be allowed at this district tournament or any others this year.  This is a hot-button issue, so if you are one of the people who disagree with this, please write down your concerns and bring them to the summer meeting this year so we can make appropriate changes for next year.
JUDGES FOR NFL DEBATE QUALIFIER

Please read this information very carefully. Having enough judges will be one of the most important parts of a successful tournament.

1)For each team you must provide ONE judge (school) plus the coach. School judges and coaches must be available to judge every round. School judges must be available to judge one round beyond their team’s elimination from the tournament.

2) College sophomores may judge the entire tournament. College freshman ARE NOT eligible to judge the qualifier.

3) All debate rounds will have 3 judges. The panel will consist of 2 school judges and 1 community judge.

4) Be sure to submit a paradigm sheet for each school judge that you are bringing. Each coach should also complete a paradigm sheet for themselves. Please complete all information on the forms as best you can. Be sure to designate the rounds which the judges will be available. The judges are expected to carry a paradigm sheet with them and we will also post the paradigm sheets in a designated location at the tournament. Make copies of the sheet or print it from the westkansasnfl.com web site under the section entitled documents.

5) Be sure your judges are available at least one round past your teams rounds of competition. Without your required number of judges you teams CANNOT compete.

6) Please have the paradigm sheets to me by December 11.
